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COVID-19 UPDATE
July 11, 2020

COVID-19 has affected how we commute, shop, work, and interact with each other. The City of Opa-locka
executed a State of Emergency for the City in response to the COVID-19 pandemic. While there are no
vaccines to prevent COVID-19, the Centers for Disease Control and the Florida Department of Health have
issued safety guidelines to help limit spreading the virus. We ask that you continue to adhere to the safety
guidelines currently in place.

On July 10, 2020 the City of Opa-locka Police Department did not receive any medical calls related to
COVID-19. The Police Department issued 18 warnings to individuals for not wearing face masks at 2123
Ali-Baba Avenue, 165 Kalander Street, 2331 NW 141st Street, 13300 NW 27th Avenue, 15055 NW 22nd
Avenue, 3201 NW 135t Street, and the Gardens Apartment. In addition, 4 warnings was given to
individuals for not adhering to social distancing at 165 Kalander Street. Units responded to an armed
robbery at the Family Dollar located at 14400 NW 27t Avenue where a subject produced a firearm and
walked out of the store with a case of beer. An arrest was made at 3120 NW 151st Street for battery.

Direct patrol was conducted at several apartment complexes within the City.

Business checks were conducted and all were in compliance.
The COVID-19 Testing Site in the City of Opa-locka processed 245 tests on July 11, 2020.
